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13. vystava textilnej miniatary / 13th Minitextile exhibition

13. ro¢nik vystavy textilnych miniatdr nesie titul Rub a lic. Téma, ktora poskytuje
Siroké spektrum interpretacie, zarezonovala v po¢etnej obci slovenskych textilnych tvorcov
a pritiahla tiez znaény zaujem zo zahranicia. Do vyberovej prehliadky sa prihlasilo celkom
98 autorov zo 17 krajin. Podmienky umozriuju prihlasit sa maximéalne tromi dielami. Sataz
bola opat otvorena aj pre Studentov vysokych $kél vytvarného zamerania. Porota pod
predsednictvom profesorky Margy Persson z Univerzity umenia a dizajnu v rakiskom Linci
vybrala spomedzi prihlasenych 40 autorov v profesionalnej a 16 v Studentskej kategorii.
Popri slovenskych a ¢eskych umelcoch uz tradi€ne najviac prihlaSok prichadza z Finska
a z Nérska, kde funguje dobre vybudovana informac¢na siet. Prvykrat uvidime na vystave
prace umelcov z Francuzska, ale aj z Izraelu, Qataru, Polska, Svajciarska a zo Svédska.
Pocas otvorenia vystavy budd udelené ocenenia v oboch kategériach. Oceneni autori sa
pocas buduceho roénika predstavia v Bratislave samostatnou vystavou.
Ak mame porovnavat alebo hodnotit aktualnu vystavu, kvalita jednotlivych prac
je vyrovnana. MoZzno sa prejavuje mensSia snaha po experimente, ale suverénne
a presvedcivé spracovanie témy boli pre rozhodovanie poroty prvoradé. Prace Studentov
su charakteristické sviezostou, Uprimnostou a vtipnymi ndpadmi, napr. Baret a Baretky
Lindy Holodovej, hravy objekt Rub a lic Denisy Kroulovej alebo vySivané utierky
s feministickym podtextom od Melanie Greussing. Prace v kategorii profesionalnych
umelcov nie sU natolko bezprostredné vo svojej vypovedi, zato svojim rukopisom
prezradzaju osobnost svojho tvorcu. Ambivalentnost témy je ¢asto zaSifrovana do inotajov
alebo zrejma az po precitani sprievodného textu. Mnohych umelcov vSak téma podnietila
k hradaniu a objavovaniu a tym aj k posunu v ramci vlastnej tvorby. Julia Sabova a Kvéta
Richtrmocova sa vyjadrili k ttéme prostrednictvom rukavic, Ruky tkacky su titulom prace
Evy Cisarovej-Minarikovej. Maria Hromadova pracuje s kontrastom mladost a staroba,
kontrast makkého a tvrdého vyuziva vo svojej praci Janet Gino z Izraela. IntimnejSim
spdsobom sa s témou vyrovnava Miriana Materakovd, ktora pouziva text na spodnej
bielizni a Svédska textilna umelkyna Eva Vogel-Rddin poukazuje na kontrasty svojej
vlastnej tvare. Nemdzeme nespomenut ani zaujimavy pristup k téme finskej autorky Sanny
Ukkola, ktorej praca Ludskost je vytvorena z obvazového materialu, kde kontrastom bielej
a Cervenej poukazuje na protichodné stranky ludskej prirodzenosti, ktorymi st hojenie
ran a sposobenie utrpenia.

Vystavu Rub a lic sprevadza samostatna vystava japonskej umelkyne Yuky Kawai, ktorej
prace boli ocenené na vystave ZOOM v roku 2009 a samostatnou kolekciou sa predstavia
tiez ocenené autorky z minulého roku Maria Hromadova, Blanka Sperkova a Studentka
magisterského Stadia z VSVU Lubomira Abrahamova.

The REVERSE and the FRONT SIDE 2 0 1 1

The 13. minitextile exhibition is called The Reverse and the Front Side. Offering
a wide variety of interpretations, this topic has aroused interest in the large group of Slovak
textile artists and has also attracted quite many artists from abroad. 98 artists from 17
countries have applied for the selection. According to the propositions, a maximum of
three artworks per artist may be submitted. Students from universities of visual arts could
take part this year again. From all applicants, the jury under the leadership of professor
Marga Persson from the University of Arts and Design in the Austrian city of Linz has
chosen 40 artists in the professionals” class and 16 in the cathegory of students. The
most of applications were delivered from Slovakia and the Czech republic and, apart from
these, from Finland and Norway where there is a quality information network. For the first
time, we will be able to admire the works of artists from France, Israel, Qatar, Poland,
Switzerland and Sweden. During the vernissage, awards shall be given in both categories.
Award winners will hold their own presentetions within next year’s exhibition in Bratislava.
If we should compare or evaluate the quality of the current exhibition, we would say
that the quality of the works is quite balanced. Perhaps there is less experimenting, but
the souvereignity and convincing expression of the topic were for the jury first-rate. For
works of students fresh air, honesty and witty ideas are characteristic, for example in
the work Beret and Beretess from Linda Holodova, the playful Right Side and Reverse
from Denisa Kroulova or embroidered dishcloths with feministic undertone from Melanie
Greussing. The works of professionals, maybe somewhat less immediate in expression,
convey more about the personality of their author. The ambivalence of the topic is often
hidden in allegories and understandable only after having read the relevant description.
The topic has inspired many artists to search and to discover and thus to make a step
forward in their output. Julia Sabova and Kvéta Richtrmocova have made use of gloves,
Weaver's Hands are a work of Eva Cisarova-Minarikova. Méaria Hromadovéa used the
contrast of youthfulness and old age, Janet Gino from Israel utilised the contrast of soft
and hard. Miriana Materakova made use of a more intimate way of expression and applied
text on underwear. Eva Vogel-Rddin highlights contrasts of her own face. We also must
remember the interesting approach of the Finnish artist Sanna Ukkola whose work called
Human Nature is created from bandage. The contrast of white and red shows the opposing
aspects of human nature: healing wounds and causing suffering.

Along the exhibition The Reverse Front and the Front Side, an exhibition from the ZOOM
2009 award-winner, the Japanese artist Yuka Kawai, takes place. A separately shown
collection of last year’s award-winners, Méaria Hromadova, Blanka Sperkova and the
VSVU student Lubomira Abrahamova can also be admired.
